HIP1 (huntingtin interacting protein-1) is a endocytic protein that plays a role in clathrin-mediated endocytosis and
trafficking. HIP1 can interact with huntingtin (HTT) protein whose mutations cause Huntington's disease (HD), thus
gets involved in neurodegeneration. By stabilizing receptor tyrosine kinases following ligand-induced endocytosis,
HIP1 may act to promote cell survival. HIP1 is overexpressed in a variety of human cancers and may be a potential
predictor for cancer progression and prognosis.
