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Fusion of proteins to Glutathione S-Transferase (GST) of Schistosoma japonicum is a
common technique to increase solubility and expression level of a protein. Furthermore,
GST- tagged proteins are often used in protein-protein interaction studies. Both
approaches require highly specific tools to isolate and detect GST fusion proteins.
ChromoTek now offers a GST-Trap and a rat monoclonal GST antibody for biochemical
studies.
